Course Introduction
Welcome to English Language Arts (ELA) Grade 6. This course will target students’ growth in the areas of reading, writing, speaking and listening, discussion, reflection, and viewing. Reading strategies, critical thinking skills, and vocabulary building comprise the main elements of reading instructions. Through fiction, nonfiction, and poetry reading, students will practice reading strategies and comprehension skills. Writing will focus on several genres:   narrative, informational/explanatory, argumentative, and research. The course is designed to increase the literacy and writing ability of students as they move through the curriculum outlined below.
Curriculum
ELA Grade 6 Curriculum will cover topics in the units below; therefore, after completing the class, students will understand the following: 

1. Character/Plot/Idea Development, Words in Context, Narrative Writing, Writing Process 
2. Theme/Central Ideas, Summarizing Text, Words in Context, Informative/Explanatory Writing, Writing Process
3. Text Structure, Words in Context, Argumentative Writing, Writing Process
4. Point of View, Evaluate Arguments, Words in Context, Narrative Writing, Writing Process 
5. Theme/ Central Idea, Words in Context, Write Summaries, Informative/Explanatory Writing, Writing Process
6. Character/Plot/Idea Development; Words in Context; Argumentative Writing; Writing Process
7. Read and Comprehend Literary and Informational Texts; Words in Context; Research Writing
Culminating Tasks
Each student will complete Culminating Task in the following units: Unit 1 - Literary Analysis Steps 1,2,3;

Unit 2 - Informative Essay Steps 1,2,3; Unit 3 - Argumentative Essay Steps 1,2,3; Unit 4 - Literary Analysis; Unit 5 – Informative Essay; Unit 6 - Argumentative Essay

I expect students to be on time, prepared for class with all materials, and to actively participate in the learning. I expect students to follow the rules and routines set in the class to create a productive and safe learning environment for all student success. 
Grading Policy
