Course Introduction
Welcome to Algebra 1A. This Is the first course of four math courses that you will take during the course of your high school career. Algebra 1A introduces students to understanding linear functions in the form of equations, graphs and systems. We will also cover in depth exponential functions in the form of equations, graphs and systems. The following modules will show the progression of this half semester course.
Curriculum
Algebra 1A will cover the following topics in the order of listing:

Module 1: Solving Linear Equations: Justify steps used to solve a one-solution       equation. Solve linear equations in one variable equations.
Module 2: Create and solve linear inequalities: Solve linear inequalities with one        variable. Create inequalities in one variable and use them in a contextual situation to solve problems.
Module 3: Graphing and Writing Linear Equations: Graph linear functions. Create Linear functions from real world context.
Module 4: Systems of Linear Equations: Solve system of linear equations by graphing and using elimination.
Module 5: Exponential Functions: Construct and compare exponential models to solve problems. Recognize situations in which a quantity either grows or decays by a constant percent rate.
Video Power Point
Each student will complete a power point with narration describing and outlining what they learned during the course of the class. The video can be set with some of your favorite clean music in the background or you may just choose to narrate the main topics of each module outlining what you have learned.
