Course Introduction
Welcome to Algebra 2A. This Is the second course of four math courses that you will take during the course of your high school career. Algebra 2A introduces students to polynomials and how to add, subtract, multiply and divide them. Students will also investigate the composition of functions.
Curriculum
Algebra 2A will cover the following topics in the order of listing:

Module 1: Polynomials: Identify, classify, and rewrite polynomials.
· Module 2: Adding and Subtracting with Polynomial Expressions: Describe the relationship of polynomials and geometric figures. Add and subtract polynomials.
Module 3: Multiplying Polynomial Expressions: Multiply polynomials using various methods.  
· Module 4: Polynomial Division: Use long division and synthetic division to find the quotient of polynomial expressions.
· Module 5: Composition of Functions: Create functions by composition. Evaluate composition of functions.
Video Power Point
Each student will complete a power point with narration describing and outlining what they learned during the course of the class. The video can be set with some of your favorite clean music in the background or you may just choose to narrate the main topics of each module outlining what you have learned.
