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Course Introduction
Welcome to SAT prep. This course is set up and designed for students to practice Math and English problems and provides them with the opportunity to learn math strategies and approaches to problems to maximize their ability to navigate through the test efficiently with increased problem solving skills.
Curriculum
The course is set up over a 16 week period of time alternating days of math and English instruction with practice problems and best practices and approaches to the problems. Students will be introduced to strategies in solving problems on the SAT through test taking strategies covered by the teacher.



Students will also use the college board website online to prepare for the SAT
Students will also use Khan Academy for additional practice and instruction to prepare for the SAT.

Testing
Students will be encouraged to take the SAT once during the fall and again during the spring.

The fall test will give 1st time test takers some experience in the SAT and also provides them with an understanding of how the test is structured and the level of problems on the test.

Participate in the class discussions for deeper understanding of subject matter
